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ABSTRACT 

 

Andi Sunandar, 2017. Attitude Markers of EFL Male and Female Writers in The 

Discussion Sections of The Research Articles. A Thesis. Jakarta: English Department, 

Faculty of Language and Art, State University of Jakarta. July 2017. 

This study aimed to investigate the differences between EFL male and female writers 

in using attitude markers in discussion sections of research articles. To achieve the 

purpose, the study used qualitative content analysis to analyze the words, sentences and 

phrases that indicate as attitude markers in twenty research articles by EFL male and 

female writers. The articles were gathered from four EFL English forum regarding EFL 

Forum, Asian ESP, Asia TEFL, and TESOL. The data were analyzed using Savka 

(2009) model of attitude markers and the result shows that female writers use attitude 

marker more than male writers. That means, females use more grammatical feature 

than males. The other result, female writers were dominantly used disjunct in writing 

that means female clarify and explain more the information in the text. However, male 

writers were dominantly used adjective as subjective complement with it and modal 

verb that means male writers describe more a topic and also expressing the obligation 

in writing proses.

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk meneliti adanya perbedaan antara penulis EFL laki-laki 

dan penulis perempuan dalam menggunakan attitude markers pada bagian pembahasan 

di artikel penelitian. Untuk mencapai tujuan tersebut, penelitian ini menggunakan 

analisis isi kualitatif untuk menganalisis kata, kalimat dan frase yang menunjukkan 

adanya attitude markers pada dua puluh artikel penelitian oleh penulis EFL laki-laki 

dan perempuan. Artikel-artikel tersebut dikumpulkan dari empat forum EFL Bahasa 

Inggris yaitu: EFL Forum, Asia ESP, Asia TEFL, dan TESOL. penulis menganalisis 

data dengan menggunakan Savka (2009) attitude markers model dan hasilnya 

menunjukkan bahwa penulis perempuan menggunakan attitude markers lebih banyak 

dari pada penulis laki-laki.. Yang berarti, perempuan lebih menggunakan peraturan 

penulisan Grammar daripada penulis laki-laki. Hasil lainnya, penulis perempuan 

ditemukan lebih banyak menggunakan Disjunct dalam didalam menulis yang berarti 

perempuan lebih dominan mengklarifikasi dan menjelaskan informasi dalam teks. 

Namun, penulis laki-laki ditemukan lebih dominan menggunakan adjective as 

subjective complement with it dan modal verbs yang berarti penulis laki-laki lebih 

menjelaskan topik dan juga mengungkapkan keinginan di dalam menulis.

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CHAPTER I 

INTRODUCTION 

 

This chapter consists of background of the study, research question, purpose of 

the study, limitation/ scope of the study, and significance of the study.  

 

1.1 Background of Study 

English as a tool to transfer information has method to process information 

using receptive and productive skills. Receptive is the skill to receive the information 

using receptive sense by listen or read the information. Productive skill is the skill to 

send information by speaking or writing the skills. In the process to transfer information, 

Culler (2000) assumed that transfer the meaning of what we understand is more 

problematic than transfer the information. The problem to transfer the information 

because the reader has not sense directly what the writer experience and currently make 

mutual perceptions. To resolve this problem, in 1959 Zellig Harris coined 

metadiscourse as a method to understand how the language are used both in spoken 

and written. This concept has been developed by Williams (1981), Vande Kopple 

(1985), Crismore (1989) and Ken Hyland (2005). Metadiscourse allows the writer to 

not only able to transfer the information but also able to relate it with the sense in the 

information because metadiscourse offers a framework for understanding 

communication as social engagement.  
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Metadiscourse is the umbrella term from two classifications of metadiscouse 

(interactive and interactional). Interactive metadiscourse has functions to guide the 

reader through the texts using auxiliary words, such as; transitions (in addition; but; 

thus; and), frame markers (finally; to conclude; my purpose is), endophoric markers 

(noted above; see Fig; in section 2), Evidential (according to X; Z states), and code 

glosses (namely; e.g.; such as; in other words,). Interactional metadiscourse is a 

technique of the writers to involve the readers by texts using hedges (might; possible; 

likely), boosters (certainly; know; shows), attitude markers (I hope/agree; surprisingly), 

self-mentions (I; we; my; me; our), and engagement markers (consider; note; you can 

see that). 

Following metadiscourse concepts, several studies of metadiscourse are 

developed for instance metadiscourse in academic writings (Ken Hylan and Tse 2004, 

Alireza 2013, Savka 2009) post graduated writings (Ken Hyland 2004) and medical 

texts (Abbass 2010). Several studies of metadiscourse are only focused on the 

classification of metadiscourse (interactive and interactional). But in 2013, Alireza 

Fard Kashani made a different vision by relate the metadiscourse and cross-genders. 

Definitely, female and male are different in using languages. The study of female and 

male language differently has been discussed by Lakoff (1972). Lakoff argued that 

female language has tentative, powerless, and trivial. On the other hand, structures of 

languages and politeness between male and female are differences. Lakoff (1972) also 

claims the method to study on gender can be seen in differences and dominances. 

Similarly, Janet Holmes (1992) assumed that generally female writers use more 
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standard languages and male use more vernacular languages. Thus, female uses more 

linguistic form and follows grammatical rules than male in the use of language. The 

vernacular term according to Holmes (1992) is a linguistic variety that is not 

standardized and does not have official status. Holmes (1992) provides the concept by 

conducted a research in Japanese and Yana language.  

The term of metadiscourse also related with social background which influence 

the way a writer use of language such as culture, gender and also background 

knowledge. This concept has interested to be studied since Kaplan (1966) found that 

students from different backgrounds systematically identified and developed their ideas 

in different ways. Following Kaplan concept, Hyland (2003) believed that L1 and L2 

are difference in use of language, because the culture and background knowledge 

between L1 and L2 are differences. L2 also have the gaps in target language that the 

place in language which L2 learner can learn and cannot learn. The concept of L2 

differences was introduced by Slinker (1972) that is famously introduced as 

interlanguage and fossilization concept. The concept of L1 and L2 differences in use 

English makes some problem to L2 writer in explaining the information. According to 

Connor, (1996); Grabe and Kaplan, (1996), Hinkel, (1999) L2 is differently in the use 

of cohesion and metadiscourse markers and differently approaches to argue the 

something (justification, persuasive appeals, credibility). To resolve the problem 

Hyland (2003) provide once method to help L2 students in writing process there are 

used of attitude marker as the transition in each sentence. That is interested to study 

how L2 language used the attitude marker in writing.

According to Hyland (2005), attitude marker is used to comment on the status 

of information. Such as: important, agreement, surprise, frustration and so on. On the 

other word, attitude marker is use to transfer the writer judgement of a something. 

Hyland (2005) also claimed that attitude marker was important role in writing to 

persuade the idea or opinion and helps the writers to strengthen position of a topic and 

also help the readers to feel the writer senses of a concept. The writer is used attitude 

marker to express the feeling of an information such as certainly, hesitantly, or 

disappointedly. Hyland also argue that attitude marker can be expressed by use of 

subordinations, comparatives, progressive particles, punctuations and text locations. 

On the other words, attitude marker has been seen by attitude verbs (e.g. agree, prefer), 

sentence adverbs (unfortunately, hopefully) and adjectives (appropriate, logical, 

remarkable).   

Savka Blagojeviæ (2009) divides attitude marker into six categories, which are; 

adverbs and adverbial phrases functioning as sentence adverbials – disjuncts, verb-

modifying adverbs functioning as subjuncts – intensifiers, adjectives functioning as 

subjective complement in sentences with expletive 'it', adjectives functioning as 

prenominal modifiers, modal verbs expressing obligation. Linguistically, attitude 

markers are realized through various kinds of formal categories and syntactic 

constructions, such as adverbs, adjectives, verbs, modal verbs and nouns. This is a close 

connection with Janet Holmes (1992) concept that female language used more standard 

form than male. Attitude marker is also related with Hyland (2003) concept that useful 

for learning L2 writing English.

There are several previous studies related with attitude marker in cross-cultural 

studies and gender differences. Savka (2009) conducted a research the expressing 

attitude markers in academic research between English and Serbian language. The 

purpose to analyze how the attitude markers appeared in in English and Serbian 

research article. The finding of this study is that Serbian used more attitude marker than 

English writer. 

 Zahra Rezaei Zadeh et. al (2015) conducted a study of Gender-based Study of 

Interactive and Interactional Metadiscourse Markers in Conclusion Sections of English 

Master Theses and the result that both female and male commonly used interactional 

metadiscourse than interactive metadiscourse and while focus on attitude marker, 

woman writers have more dominant used attitude marker and man writer dominant 

used transitional marker. 

Alireza Fard Kashani (2013) conducted a research metadiscourse marker in 

research article between male and female writer. The data of the study were 32 research 

articles and every part of research articles (introduction, method, result and 

discussion/conclusion) were analyzed by used Hyland classifications. The result was 

no significant differences between male and female in the use of metadiscourse. But, 

while focused on attitude marker, female writer has dominant in use of attitude markers 

than male. 

 The other previous study is by Ika sulistyani (2015) conducted attitude marker 

in conclusion section of published applied linguistic research articles. Ika used various 

research article from online published research articles for the data and analyzed using 

Crismore (1989) model of attitude marker. The result is prenominal modifier is the

highest frequencies in 30 research articles. However, the word therefore is the 

dominantly of attitude marker in the data. 

Based on the previous study, there were some gaps in gender and culture 

differences. In addition, the writer need to fill the gap with conducted the study of 

attitude marker in discussion part EFL research article between male and female writers. 

This study aimed to investigate the differences between EFL male and female writer in 

use attitude marker in discussion section of research article.  

The focus of the study was on EFL male and female writers that were conducted 

in various English language forum in Asian area because the researcher aimed to focus 

on L2 writer and also focused on English language forum because forum is the 

appropriate resource for students to get the information. Lily (2013) provides that 

online learning resources are most useful in supporting student learning and currently 

online resources is easy to access rather than text books resources. So, this is valuable 

to study how the use of attitude marker in EFL male and female writers in discussion 

section. According to Robert Day (1998), discussion section as the reviewing the 

finding and result section which as the hardest section in writing. In discussion section, 

the researcher need to write the fact from the finding and result of data. Robert Day 

(1998) also argued that many of journal paper are rejected by editors because failure in 

discussion section. So, this is also beneficial to be studied the language used and 

structure in case of attitude marker on discussion section of research articles. 
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1.2 Research Questions 

Based on the background of the study above, this study aimed to investigated 

the following research questions: 

1. What type of attitude markers are frequently appeared in the discussion sections of 

EFL articles? 

2. What attitude markers are dominantly used in discussion sections of EFL articles 

between male and female writers? 

3. How are attitude markers used in discussion sections of EFL articles between male 

and female writers? 

 

1.3 Purpose of Study 

This study aimed to investigates: 

1. The types of attitude markers are frequently appeared in the discussion sections of 

EFL articles. 

2. The attitude markers are dominantly used in discussion sections of EFL articles 

between male and female writers. 

3. The ways of attitude markers are used in EFL articles of discussion sections 

between male and female writers.  
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1.4 Scope of the study 

This study focused on attitude markers in discussion sections of EFL research 

articles between male and female writers by using Savka Blogajovic (2009) attitude 

markers models that was divided into six part categories regarding: adverbs and 

adverbial phrases functioning as sentence adverbials – disjuncts, verb-modifying 

adverbs functioning as subjuncts – intensifiers, adjectives functioning as subjective 

complement in sentences with expletive 'it', adjectives functioning as prenominal 

modifiers, modal verbs expressing obligation. 

 

1.5 Significance of Study 

The findings of this study can be used as beneficial input or feedback for 

students to deeper understand in attitude markers in writing and also understand the 

differences language between male and female writers. On the other hand, the finding 

of this study can be used to L2 students to improve English writing skills. So, it can be 

used to academic discourse and also give more understanding as well as contribution 

to the development of related area. 
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CHAPTER II 

LITERATURE REVIEW 

 

This chapter discusses the reviewed literature related to the focus of this 

study; the use of attitude markers of EFL male and female writer in the discussion 

section. 

 

2.1 Metadiscourse 

 The term metadiscourse was offered by Zellig Harris (1959) as the way to 

understand language. This concept has been developed by Williams (1981), Vande 

Kopple (1985), Crismore (1989) and Ken Hyland (2005). By using metadiscourse, 

the writer is not only able to transfer the information but also able to relate it with 

the sense of information because metadiscourse offers a framework for 

understanding communication as social engagement.  

 Hyland (2005) argued that communication is more than to exchange the 

information, goods or services, but also involves the personalities, attitudes and 

assumptions of those who are communicating. Every people has different 

perspective to get the meaning of an information. In the case of written text, the 

writer does not communicate directly to reader and sometime make a different 

perspective. Metadiscourse are able to minimize the lack of different perspective 

because metadiscourse are able to facilitate communication, support a position, 

increase readability and build a relationship with the readers.  
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The currents study of metadiscourse have been developed to examine the 

metadiscourse concept. The study of metadiscourse not only on written text 

(Abbass 2010, Alireza 2013, Ken Hyland 2004, Ken Hylan and Tse 2004, LI Fa-

gen 2012, Mehrnaz 2014, Savka 2009, William 2012,) but also on spoken text 

(Gerrit 1996, Stephen 2008).  metadiscourse study in spoken focuses on identifying 

whether the others language have similarity in the used of metadiscourse (Gerrit 

1996, Stephen 2008). On the other hand, metadiscourse study focused to identify 

lexical meaning and grammar structure by used comparison.  

The study comparison between English and others language was studied in 

written text (Savka 2009) using Hyland (2004) of metadiscourse model. 

Metadiscourse study in written text commonly focused on quantitative data that 

count the frequently used of metadiscourse in text. The metadiscourse study in 

written text has become popular and worth to be studied. Several researchers 

studied the used of metadiscourse in variety text, for example: In academic writing 

(Ken Hylan and Tse 2004, Alireza 2013, Savka 2009) post graduated writing (Ken 

Hyland 2004), medical text (Abbass 2010) and also study differences between male 

and female writer (Alireza 2013). All the study above focused on the frequently 

used of metadiscourse based on Hyland model of metadiscourse, because 

metadiscourse is the umbrella term from two classifications of metadiscouse. 

 

2.1.1 Classification of metadiscourse 

For some decades, the classification of metadiscourse has been developed 

and revaluated (Vande Kopple (1985), Crismore (1989) that generally divided into

textual and interpersonal metadiscourse. Based on Systemic Functional Linguistics 

(SFL) theory by Halliday and Matthiessen (1999) textual metadiscourse can be 

identified how the writer use language to communicate the idea or something to the 

reader. The way language used can be affected whether the reader understand to the 

information or not. On the other side, interpersonal metadiscourse is the use of 

language to encode interaction, allowing the writer to engage the others, to express 

what writer feelings. 

 The current classification of metadiscourse has been developed by Ken 

Hyland (2005) into interactive and interactional metadiscourse. Interactive 

metadiscourse is concern the writer's awareness of a participating audience and the 

ways he or she seeks to accommodate its probable knowledge, interests, rhetorical 

expectations and processing abilities. On the other word, the writer help the reader 

to understand the information by giving auxiliary word to the text.  

 Interactive metadiscourse consist of transitional markers that have function 

to express the relation between main clause. Commonly, the example of transitional 

marker is in addition, but, thus, and. Secondly, frame markers that have function to 

discourse act, and sequences or stage. For the example: finally, to conclude, and my 

purpose is. Then, endophoric markers that function to state or tell the information 

in other part of text, for example: noted above, see Fig, in section 2. Then, evidential 

that have function to give the information is taken from the other text, for example: 

according to…, …. States. The last, code glosses that have function to elaborate 

prepositional meanings, for example: namely, e.g., such as, in other words. 
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Whereas, Interactional metadiscourse is the ways writers conduct 

interaction by intruding and commenting on their message. The writer show 

explicitly of an information to make the reader concern and give comment. 

Interactional metadiscourse also show the writer expression through an 

information.  

Interactional metadiscourse consist of hedges that have function to withhold 

commitment and open dialogue (might; possible; likely), boosters that help people 

to emphasize certainty or close dialogue (certainly; know; shows), attitude marker 

that function to display writer's affective values (I hope/agree; surprisingly), self-

mention that function to mention the author (I, we, my, me, our) and engagement 

marker that have function to build relationship with reader (consider, note, you can 

see that). 

 

2.2 Attitude Markers 

 Attitude markers is a part of metadiscourse that used to express the writer's 

attitudes to the prepositional material he or she presents (Vande Kopple 1985, 

Crismore 1989 and Ken Hyland 2005). On the other word, attitude marker is used 

to comment on the status of information. For instance, the information is important, 

valid, surprise, and so on. That means, attitude marker can be claimed as the way 

of writer use word communicate their feeling to explain an information.  

Hyland (2003) believed that L2 students have different way in using English 

language. Because L2 and L1 students are different in culture and social 

background. But, Attitude markers can help the reader to more understand of L2 
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writer by use subordination, comparatives, progressive particles, punctuation, text 

location, and so on that unusual to engage reader and writer. On the other word, 

writer can be engaged the reader to believe what the writer believes or what the 

writer need the reader believe by using attitude markers. Following the concept of 

attitude markers, several studies were developed to study how the attitude marker 

use to investigate the differences of language (Savka, 2009), culture (Kithinji, 2008) 

and also scientific knowledge (Koutsantoni, 2004). 

 

2.2.1 Communicative functions of attitude markers 

The development and revaluation of metadiscourse concept by several 

experts also effected to the development and revaluation of every part of 

metadisocurse, for instance attitude markers as the part of metadiscourse. Vande 

Kopple (1985) categorized attitude markers in interpersonal part of metadisourse 

that have function to express writer attitude by used propositional markers for 

example: unfortunately, interestingly, I wish that, how awful that.  

The concept of attitude marker by Vande Kopple then revised by Crismore 

(1993) and Hyland (2005). Crismore (1993) argued the attitude marker as the way 

of writer to communicate the importance and valuable information by use markers 

for example: I hope/agree; surprisingly…. On the other hand, Hyland (2005) states 

that attitude marker can be analyzed in 3 categories, regarding: verbs (e.g. agree, 

prefer), sentence adverbs (unfortunately, hopefully) and adjectives (appropriate, 

logical, remarkable) because attitude markers can be express the surprise, 

important information, cohesion, agreement, and disagreement.  
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Followed the Hyland (2005) concept, Savka (2009) developed attitude 

marker into six classification, regarding; adverbs and adverbial phrases functioning 

as sentence adverbials-Disjuncts, verb-modifying adverb is a part of adverb that can 

be classified as subjunct or intensifier, adjectives functioning as subjective 

complement in sentences with expletive 'it', adjectives functioning as prenominal 

modifiers, modal verbs must and should, and nouns of specific semantic content 

that can be appeared in subject or subjective compliment. In addition, savka 

classification is more wide because investigate the attitude marker in modal verb, 

and also noun as subjuctive compliment to see writer obligation and judgement. 

 

2.3 EFL Writer 

Cultural differences are one of several factors that affect to L1 and L2 

writers differences in English. This concept has been interest to be studied since 

Kaplan (1966) found that students from different backgrounds systematically 

identified and developed their ideas in different ways. Hyland (2003) be agreed that 

cultural factors affected of students’ background understandings, or schema 

knowledge. Background of knowledge impact on how they write, their response 

and their performance.  

The other concept of L2 differences has developed by Slinker (1972) that 

coined the concept of interlanguage and fossilization. Interlanguage is the gap 

between L2 and L1 English. On the other word, there are permanently error that 

occurred in second language acquisition which called fossilization. Similarly, 

Gregory R (1975) argued that some factors of language differences are age, gender, 
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culture and social class. Men is differently spoken with women, young people use 

different language with old people, banker do not talk like busboys and plumbers 

use different language with professors. In other word, the level of education also has 

effect to the differences of language use. 

Connor, 1996; Grabe and Kaplan, 1996: 239; Hinkel, 1999 identified some 

aspects that differentiated L1 and L2 in writing. The both of some aspect are different 

approaches to argue (justification, persuasive appeals, credibility) and different in 

use of cohesion and metadiscourse markers. The used of metadiscourse markers in 

L2 writing have useful method to minimize the lack of perception of an information. 

According to Hyland (2003) one type that unusual in this method is commenting on 

content (you may not agree that . . ., it is surprising that.). In other word is used 

attitude marker to help readers through their arguments. 

 

2.3.1 The difference between male and female writers 

 The concept of gender firstly coined by Lakoff (1972) argued that female 

language has tentative, powerless, and trivial. On the other word, Lakoff discussed 

the female language from the positions of power and authority. This concept has 

become popular and several studies about gender differences have been worth to 

studied in several disciplines such as anthropology, communication studies, 

education, psychology, and society. 

Following Lakoff concept, in 1992 Janet Holmes conducted a research of 

language and gender differences by used Japanese and Yana language. the result 

was generally female use more standard language and male use more vernacular 
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language. Female used more linguistic form than male. On the other world, females 

are more follow grammatical rule than males in the use of language. The vernacular 

term according to Holmes is a linguistic variety that not standardize and not have 

official status. 

The current studies of language differences between male and female was 

conducted by Alireza 2013 that counted the frequently used of metadiscourse in 

research article between male and female writer. Similarity, Nasser Ghafori 2012 

also conducted a research of gender differences in research article by count the used 

of metadiscourse while Zahra Rezaei 2015 conducted study of metadiscourse based 

on gender in conclusion section of English master theses.  

 

2.4 Research articles 

Paul D. (2010) provide that in process of writing research articles, the 

writers should have a tool or a specific mechanism or strategy to collect, 

manipulate, or interpret data. One of six tool is the library and its resources that 

support the topic of the writers. presently, the function of library and book has 

changes to online resources. According to Lily (2013), online learning resources 

are most useful in supporting student learning and currently online resources is easy 

to access rather than text books resources. The example of online learning resources 

in Asian area such as; English Foreign Language (EFL) Forum, TESOL, Asia TEFL 

and Asian English Specific Purposes (ESP). 

Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) define the research 

articles as systematic investigations, including research development, testing and 
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evaluating the knowledges. Anne (2009) explain the research articles essentially as 

academic writing that students have to do for university courses. In the other word, 

research articles focus on formal context that students write as the result of thinking, 

experimenting, and testing. For that reason, Cargill et. al (2009) provide AIMRaD 

(Abstract, Introduction, Materials and methods, Results, and Discussion) as formula 

to make research articles systematically in writing. 

 

2.4.1 Discussion Sections  

According to Day (1998) discussion section is hardest part to write and 

many research papers are rejected because faulty discussion or because the 

interpretation offered does not explain the results. In the process of writing 

discussion sections, the writers should state the conclusion clearly as possible and 

also explain clearly the correlations between the others part of articles (Day, 1998). 

The way writer used of language will decides whether the result is properly 

discussed or not.  

Hyland (2005) explain that in discussion sections, the writer explicitly build 

relationship with reader. On the other word, the writers make the readers believe 

what the writers believe or what the writers need the readers to believe.  In case of 

this study, the writer focused on discussion sections of EFL male and female writers 

because based on the explanations in chapter two/literature review, the way of 

writers use language are differences between gender and culture. The writer also 

relates the hypothesis with Hyland (2009) explanations in chapter two/literature 

review that attitude markers as one of some method to help L2 in writing process. 
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2.5 Previous Study 

 Alireza Fard Kashani (2013) conducted a research metadiscourse marker in 

research article between male and female writer. The data of the study were 32 

research articles and every part of research articles (introduction, method, result and 

discussion/conclusion) were analyzed by used Hyland (2005) classifications. The 

result was no significant differences between male and female in the use of 

metadiscourse. But, while focused on attitude markers, female writer has dominant 

in use of attitude markers than male. 

 Zahra Rezaei Zadeh et. al (2015) conducted a study of gender-based study 

of interactive and interactional metadiscourse markers in conclusion sections of 

English master theses and the result that both female and male commonly used 

interactional metadiscourse than interactive metadiscourse and while focus on 

attitude marker, female writers have more dominantly used attitude markers and 

male writers dominantly used transitional markers.  

 Savka Blagojeviæ (2009) conducted a research the expressing attitude 

markers in academic research. The data of the study were 45 academic articles from 

the three academic disciplines (sociology, social Psychology and philosophy) by 

Serbian and English writer. To analyze the data, Savka divided attitude marker into 

six categories and the results are Serbian used more attitude marker than English 

writers. 

Ika sulistyani (2015) conducted attitude markers in conclusion sections of 

published applied linguistic research articles. Ika used various research articles 

from online published research articles for the data and analyzed using Crismore 
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(1989) taxonomy. The results were prenominal modifier as the higher frequently of 

attitude markers that used in conclusion sections of the data and word “therefore” 

as the higher dominantly attitude marker that were used by the writers. 

 

2.7 Theoritical Framework 

 This study aimed to investigate attitude marker that appeared in discussion 

sections of EFL male and female research articles. The writer used Savka (2009) 

model of attitude markers to investigate the frequently used of attitude markers in 

discussion sections of research articles. 

Savka divides the classification of attitude marker into six part: 

1. Adverbs and adverbial phrases functioning as sentence adverbials – 

disjuncts that have function to giving comment or clarify that it is an 

important information. For instance; seriously, personally, generally, 

obviously. etc. 

 

2. Verb-modifying adverbs functioning as subjuncts – intensifiers that 

concerned with the semantic category of degree, for example: rightly, 

significantly, tellingly, etc. 

 

 

3. Adjectives functioning as subjective complement in sentences with 

expletive 'it', that have function to describe the subject of a clause. For 

example: it is difficult, it is hardly surprising, it is remarkable, etc. 
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4. Adjectives functioning as prenominal modifiers that have function as 

prenominal modifiers or to qualify some other expression. For example: 

ample, modest, more unobtrusive, less attractive, etc. 

5. Modal verbs expressing obligation that have function to express obligation 

or something have to do. For example: should be, must be. 

6. Nouns of specific semantic content have function to express the writer 

attitude towards the propositional content. For example: The paradox at 

work here should be evident enough, danger, etc. 
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CHAPTER III 

METHODOLOGY 

 

This chapter reveals research method, subject of the study, source of the data, 

data collection procedure, and data analysis procedure. 

 

3.1 Research Design 

 This study aimed to analyze the used of attitude marker in discussion sections 

of research articles between male and female writers. According to Krippendorf (2004), 

content analysis generally as a research technique for making replicable and valid 

inferences from texts to the contexts of their use. That means, content analysis useful 

to analyze the meaning from texts. Following this concept, James et al (2016) conclude 

that content analysis go far beyond attention to only the manifest content of a message. 

Manifest content refers to what is overtly, literally, present in a communication. 

Berelson, (1952) argued that content analysis can be used to identify and document the 

attitudes, views, and interests of individuals, small groups, or large and diverse cultural 

groups. Content analysis also can be used either both quantitative and qualitative 

analysis. Thus, this method is suitable used in this study to analyze the attitude markers 

in discussion sections of ELT Forum articles between male and female writers. To 

analyzed the data, the writers used the Savka (2009) attitude markers models. Savka 

divided attitude marker into six classifications: 
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1. Adverbs and adverbial phrases functioning as sentence adverbials - disjuncts 

2. Verb-modifying adverbs functioning as subjuncts - intensifiers 

3. Adjectives functioning as subjective complement in sentences with expletive 'it' 

4. Adjectives functioning as prenominal modifiers 

5. Modal verbs expressing obligation 

6. Nouns of specific semantic content 

 

3.2 Time and Place of Study 

The writer conducted the data from November up to December 2016 which was 

published from December 2015 to October 2016. 

 

3.3 Data and Data Source 

The data of this study were the words, phrase, and sentences indicated attitude marker 

and the data source is discussion sections of EFL Research articles by male and female 

writers. 
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3.4 Data Collection Procedure 

The writer followed the steps to collect the data, here are the procedures organized in 

collecting the data: 

1.The writer collected twenty articles from ELT forum. 

2.The writer divided the articles into two groups of female and male writers: ten by 

female and ten by male writers. 

3.The writer read the discussion sections of the articles. 

4.The writer identified attitude markers in articles using Savka (2009) model of attitude 

markers. 

5. The writer counted and compared the result of analysis. 

6. The writer made a finding and discussion.  

 

3.5 Data Analysis Procedure 

The writer made some steps to analyze the data. The analysis was done through the 

following steps: 

1.The twenty articles from ELT forum were selected and divided into two groups, ten 

males and ten females.  

2.The articles were coded from 1 FA to 10 FA for females and 1 MA to 10 MA for 

males. 
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3. The six models of attitude markers were coded from 1 until 6 in order adverbs and 

adverbial phrases as sentence adverbials - disjuncts, verb-modifying adverbs as 

subjuncts - intensifiers, adjectives functioning as subjective complement, adjectives 

functioning as prenominal modifiers, modal verbs expressing obligation and nouns of 

specific semantic content. 

4.Analyed and classified the data used Savka (2009) models of attitude markers. The 

writer analyzed attitude markers based on gender differences in discussion sections of 

research articles from ELT forums. The analyses of attitude marker into both table 

below:

FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION 

 

This chapter presents the findings and provides the answers to the research 

questions which consists of three parts, data description, findings, and discussion. 

 

4.1 Data Description 

341 attitude markers are found in twenty discussion sections of research articles 

from various EFL Forums were analyzed and divided into 165 attitude markers by male 

written in ten articles and 176 attitude markers by female written in ten articles. The 

articles were taken from 4 ELT International Forums. The descriptions of the articles 

can be seen in table below:
