Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mempresentasikan Thatcherisme dan bagaimana
kebijakan dari Margaret Thatcher digambarkan di dalam 5 artikel online BBC
news ketika Margaret Thatcher sebagai Perdana Menteri di Inggris. Penelitian ini
menggunakan pendekatan teori linguistik dari M.A.K Halliday. Hasil dari
penelitian ini, dapat disimpulkan representasi Thatcherisme dalam BBC news
dapat terlihat dalam dua proses dominan; Material di dalam artikel kedua dan
keempat, dengan persentase 40.6% di artikel kedua dan 33.3% di artikel keempat,
dan Relational di dalam artikel pertama, ketiga, dan kelima dengan persentase
32%, 37.2%, and 37.5%. Thatcherisme berhubungan dengan neo-liberaslime.
Dalam kepemimpinannya, Margaret Thatcher digambarkan sebagai pemimpin
yang populer dengan kebijakannya yaitu Thatcherisme, yang bisa diketahui
keberhasilannya dalam bidang politik ekonomi dan politik. Margaret Thatcher
sebagai perdana menteri Inggris tentunya memiliki kekurangan dan kelebihan
didalam kebijakannya. Pengaruh baik dari kebijakan Margaret Thatcher adalah
mengurangi pengaruh serikat dan mengontrol inflasi melalui privatisasi yang
membuat ekonomi Britain menjadi lebih baik pada saat itu. Sementara itu
pengaruh buruk dari kebijakan Margaret Thatcher vyaitu terlihat seperti
mainstream dan kontroversial yang membuat Margaret Thatcher menjadi
seseorang Yyang bersifat memecah belah karena beberapa orang menentang
kebijakan Margaret Thatcher.

This research is aimed to investigate the representation of Thatcherism and how
Margaret Thatcher’s policies are represented in BBC news in 5 BBC news articles
online when Margaret Thatcher was a prime minister in Britain. This research
used transitivity system of Systematic Functional Grammar by M.A.K Halliday.
This research demonstrates that there are two dominant processes; Material in the
second and fourth article which is 40.6% in the second article and 33.3% in the
fourth article, while relational in the first, third, and fifth article which is 32% in
the first article, 37.2% in the third article, and 37.5% in the fifth article.
Thatcherism refers to neo-liberalism. In the Margaret Thatcher’s leadership,
Margaret Thatcher was represented as the most popular with her policies which is
being called Thatcherism that was demonstrated in her successful political
economy and politics. Margaret Thatcher as the prime minister had the good and
bad impacts. The good impacts are Margaret Thatcher decreased the power of
unions and tamed the inflation through privatization that made the Britain
economic to be better. Meanwhile, the bad impact is Margaret Thatcher’s policies
seemed like mainstream and controversial that made her to be a divisive figure
because any people opposed her policies.
